 

Announcement for position of Director for Public Health

Commanding Officer, Naval Medical Center San Diego (NMCSD) is soliciting applications for the position of Director for Public Health.
Position Availability:  The position of Director for Public Health at Naval Medical Center San Diego will be available on 01 JULY 2018.  Commanding Officer, NMCSD invites all qualified candidates to apply.  Qualified candidates with PCS limitations will only be considered for this position if available by AUG 2018, on confirmation of transfer eligibility by PERS-4415.

Position Description:  The Director for Public Health is a member of the NMCSD Executive Steering Council and directs the Command’s safety programs, the Command Fitness Program, and all Navy public health services throughout the greater San Diego area, including: Industrial Hygiene, Occupational Audiology, Environmental and Occupational Health, Immunizations, Epidemiology, Preventive Medicine and Health and Wellness.  The Directorate consists of approximately 100 active duty and federal civil service personnel, which includes an administrative staff.  The Director manages an internal budget of $17.1M and also has oversight responsibilities for externally funded contracts.
Qualifications:  Candidates may apply from any Navy Medical Department Corps, but must be a senior officer (O-5 or O-6) who conforms to Navy fitness standards and can demonstrate multidisciplinary public health management experience, good communication abilities, an aptitude using Navy Medicine’s databases and reporting systems, familiarity with the Navy budgeting and procurement processes, and organizational and leadership skills that are commensurate to the position.

Application Process:  Candidates must submit an application NLT 23 APRIL 2018.  Competitive applications must include a letter of interest, current curriculum vitae, and a single-page professional biography.
